Student Instructions - Naviance Family Connection

(10th grade)

Family Connection is a program we are using to help with career exploration and the college admissions process.  It is web-based so you can use it at home and we highly encourage you to do so.

This is how it works:

I.
      Go to this website   https://connection.naviance.com/fc/signin.php?hsid=nscsd
a. Under “new user” put in your registration code on your card.  

b. Next you are going to be asked to put in your email address and a password – it asks for your email twice.  Make sure you put in the email that you use the most and pick a password that you’ll remember. (If you don’t have an email address, use your parent’s).  If you don’t have a computer at home, let your counselor know and we will work with you in the Career Center).  

      
      c.   Read the Welcome Page.

II. Official Things – 

a. Go to About Me and click on “profile” – check your address and phone number.  If it’s not right, please tell your counselor or go see Mrs. Patterson in the Main Office.

b. On the home page you will see new items (college reps in the Career Center for the week or any new emails from the counselors).  Below that you can click on “contact us” to send your counselor an email if you have a question or if you would like them to call you down.

III. About Me

a. Click on “resume” and click on “add a new entry” drop down menu and start filling it out one by one.  You can always edit if you have changes later. You will click on the pencil to do any editing.  You should add to your resume each year with new information.

IV. Finding a Career – Go to the Careers tab across the top.

a. Click on “personality type” to answer questions to find careers that match who you are.

b. Click on “career interest profiler” to answer questions to find careers that match your interests.

c. If you have a career that you want to research, you would click on “explore careers and clusters”.

V. Finding a College – Go to the Colleges tab across the top.

a. Click on “college search” and answer the questions, and it will give you a list of colleges that match what you want.  Click on the college name to research the college.  If you are interested, then go back and click on “pick” to add the college to your hand-picked list and then click “add to my colleges” to add those schools to your “colleges I’m thinking about” list.

b. If you have a college you are already thinking about, click “college lookup” and then lookup by name, click “go”, then click on the college and then in the blue click “add to list”. 

VI. College Visits in the Career Center

a. College Reps come during lunches Tuesdays - Fridays.  These are the admissions reps that will be looking at your application when you are a senior.  You need to be visiting with the reps from the colleges you are thinking about.  

b. To find when/if a college is visiting – on the right side of the Colleges tab it will say Upcoming College Visits.  Below that, in blue, click on “view all upcoming visits”. You can sign up right online to attend them by clicking “sign up” for each college you want to talk to.  Naviance will send you an email the day before to remind you of the appointment.

VII. Resources – 

a. Websites including SAT and ACT, financial aid resources, military,     

      NCAA Clearinghouse, etc. Click on Colleges, then “college resources”.
