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Careers in Health & Human Services
(1/2 high school credit)
This course introduces students to careers in the helping professions. If you like working with people, helping others and you get along well with a diverse population of people, this course can introduce you to the variety of careers available in the social service and medical related fields. Students will prepare for the workplace by developing a resume, cover letter and practice interviewing techniques through a mock interview. Special emphasis will be placed on understanding all human service and health care professions through guest speakers, simulations, presentations and research. Self-assessments will help students develop better understanding of their interests, skills and aptitudes. 
Clothing Production 
(1/2 high school credit)
This 
course helps students develop knowledge and skills relate
d to basic textile construction
.
 As they create items from a variety of fabrics they develop a portfolio. As we study textile sustainability, students create an item using redesign, reuse or reduce techniques. A service learning project is constructed and donated to a local charity. 
Fashion Design and Merchandising
(1 high school credit)
This is a full year course and students also have the opportunity to earn 3 college credits from Cazenovia College with $250 and successful completion of this course. Students create an extensive portfolio to showcase their knowledge and skills. Along with many miniature samples, students construct full-size garments. This course also includes the basics about fashion as an industry as well as a self-analysis of personal style, color analysis and fashion personality. 
Hospitality, Event Planning and Catering
(1/2 high school credit)
This course will be offered for the first time next year and replaces Introduction to Hospitality. The hospitality industry is one of the fastest growing segments in today’s workplace. This course will provide the opportunity for students to learn about quantity food preparation, cost control, food pricing and planning and preparing themed events.

AP Spanish
(1 high school credit)
Next year for the first time we are offering AP Spanish, We are very excited about this opportunity for students to have additional challenges and the ability to earn college credit. Students that take AP courses stand out in the college admissions process and demonstrate their readiness for college. AP Spanish will continue to build on the skills learned in the Spanish 4 Honors class. AP students will continue to expand and enhance their skills in reading, writing, listening and speaking through a variety of media. They will be reading some literature, poems, short stories and newspaper articles
..
 To increase their listening comprehension, they will listen to podcasts, conversations and radio broadcasts among other “
realia
.” AP students will use a language lab to record 
simulated conversations in Spanish, create and enact dialogues and use the AP website to review and practice for the AP exam taken in May.
 
Transportation
(1/2 high school credit)
This course explores the basic technological systems of land, air, sea and space. In addition to activities, projects and problem-solving exercises, students will learn about related career and job opportunities. Activities include: rocket design and launching, automotive engine basics, small engine care and maintenance, alternative-fueled vehicles, vehicle design and safety, boat building and sailing.
