ENGLISH

All students will receive instruction to continue the development of the literacy skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking.  Instruction focuses on the NYS English Language Arts Standards for information and understanding, literacy response and expression, critical analysis and evaluation, as well as social interaction.  Students will learn to utilize a variety of reading and writing strategies such as Active Reading, the Writing Process and the 6+1 Writing Traits.  All English 8 classes utilize Midterm and Final Examinations, the NYS ELA 8 State Assessment, as well as a Writing Portfolio Assessment, to determine each student’s level of competence for these literacy skills.

English - 8R

Students will study various literary genres, such as fiction, non-fiction, drama and poetry, utilizing novels, plays, short stories and poems to expand their literacy skills and strategies.  Listening and speaking skills will be addressed through a variety of oral presentations and classroom discussions.  Writing will be in integral part of the instructional process, incorporating the use of a Portfolio.  This course also includes review and further development of standard writing conventions:  spelling, punctuation, capitalization, grammar, usage, and paragraphing.  Independent work will be required.

English - 8H

Prerequisite:  Must meet criteria for Honors Level English and teacher recommendation

This course is designed for those students with literacy skills above grade level.  Students will study a variety of literacy genres in depth, utilizing more difficult readings and writing tasks.  Work will require synthesis, analysis and application as well as higher level/critical thinking skills.  Emphasis will be placed on classroom discussion, oral presentation, as well as independent and group projects in relation to the study of literature.

Criteria for Honors English 8 includes:  The student must have advanced writing skills and advanced reading skills.  Based on the Cognitive Abilities Test, the verbal score must be 115 or higher, and the student should receive a high Level 3 or Level 4 on the NYS ELA 7 State Assessment.  A score of 90% or higher on the ELA 7 Final Exam and overall final ELA average must be attained, as well as a teacher recommendation.  Placement in the RH level Social Studies program is also highly recommended.

An average of 90% must be maintained for continued recommendation to English 9 Honors.

English 8H/Humanities

This course is designed for students identified as talented and gifted.  Students will complete the entire 8RH English curriculum and experience an emphasis on genres within the Humanities.  Instruction will include an exploration of the interrelationship among literature, languages, music, art, philosophy, logic, ethics and drama.  Class size is small and managed as a seminar, allowing students the opportunity to express their ideas.  This will be accomplished through projects in spoken, written, dramatic (theatrical and video), and concrete art forms.  Upon completion, students will be awarded ½ unit of credit toward graduation and many continue in the Humanities/TAG 9 course.

8th GRADE - MATHEMATICS

Math 8R

This course emphasizes the development of a student’s problem solving, communication and reasoning skills with a focus on Algebra, Geometry, Measurement and Number Sense & Operations.  A scientific calculator will be used as part of this course.  All students are required to take the NYS Math Assessment in April.  Students who successfully complete this course will be recommended for Integrated Algebra in ninth grade.

Algebra (Regents Honors Accelerated)

This course is the first of the one-year courses being offered for high school credit in math.  This course focuses primarily on Algebra concepts and will also include critical knowledge in Geometry, Measurement and Probability & Statistics.  Students will continue to develop their skills using a range of techniques to successfully solve problems in a variety of settings.

These problems will include all types of linear equations in one variable, system of equations, quadratic functions as well as absolute value and exponential functions.  A graphing calculator (TI NSPIRE) will be used as part of this course.  All students will be expected to take the NYS Math 8 Assessment in April and the Integrated Algebra Regents in June.  Passing the Regents exam is required for a NYS Regents diploma.

Placement in this course is based upon a screening process whereby students must have demonstrated superior performance in math as measured by standardized tests, class work, and teacher recommendation.

Students who successfully complete this course will be recommended for Geometry in ninth grade.

SCIENCE

The organizational themes for Science 8 are model building, energy, and matter and its physical and chemical characteristics.  Students find that models can be developed by making a few logical assumptions and that these models can be very useful tools for interpreting physical, chemical, and biological situations both in the laboratory and in nature.

Science 8R

This course of study is designed for the students who have successfully completed the 7th grade course through the demonstration of good laboratory, work-study, reading, and math skills.  These skills will be further utilized and refined in this course.  Students will have the opportunity to work individually and to experience enriched science instruction.  All 8th grade science students (except Regents Honors Accelerated students) will take this course.

Accelerated Science Program
Grade 7 mid-year prerequisites for placement into Grade 8 Honors Earth Science:

· Teacher Recommendation

· 120 quantitative CogAT Test Score (Grade 7)

· Current placement in Math 7H and recommended for Algebra H for Grade 8.

· Consistently scoring 90 or above on Grade 7 Science Unit Tests.

· Have an average of 90 or better in Grade 7 Science and Math 7H.

· Score a 4 or high level 3 on the NYS Grade 7 ELA Test

To maintain status in the accelerated program at the conclusion of seventh grade, students should achieve a 90 or better on the Grade 7 tests that comprise their final exam grade and have a final average of 90 or better in the course.

Accelerated Science Sequence

Students being placed in the Accelerated Science Program after Grade 7 are suggested to take the following courses and examinations:

Grade 8:   Honors Earth Science (Earth Science Regents)

Grade 9:   Honors Physics (Physics Regents)

Grade 10:  Honors Chemistry (Chemistry Regents)

Grade 11:  Advance Placement Biology (Living Environment Regents and AP Biology Exam)
Grade 12:  Advance Placement Chemistry or Advance Placement Physics (AP exam in respective course)

Students who do not meet the prerequisite requirements from Honors Physics into Honors Chemistry will be placed into Honors Living Environment instead of AP Biology.  Prerequisites below:

SOCIAL STUDIES

Social Studies 8 is the continuation of the state mandated two-year 7-8 program begun in Grade 7.  Students will continue in the same text that was used in Grade 7 to study the history of the United States.

This is a course of study, which traces the major economic, political, and social trends in American History.  Grade 8 spans American History from The Reconstruction Era to the present.  Topics include a review of the Civil War, which was taught at the end of Grade 7.  The Reconstruction Era, development of industry and labor, reform movements, expansion, WWI, WWII, and America since WWII are other topics to be studied.  All students, regardless of level, will cover the same basic concepts.  However, the depth of information and skills reinforced will vary with the student’s capabilities.  Each will have an opportunity to use computer technology to enhance the understanding of American History.

Social Studies 8R

This American history course is developed for the student who is reading and has skills below or at grade level.  Students will be given academic level work.  The mastery of social studies skills such as understandings in history, geography, economics, and social interpretations of American history since the American Civil War era, and particularly in the 20th Century, will be stressed.  Students will further learn how to organize, analyze, and interpret social studies information and how to communicate information clearly and effectively in both oral and written form through emphasis on continual growth of writing and critical thinking skills.  Reading in the content area, and map, globe and graphic interpretations will be emphasized and reinforced through the use of printed and non-printed materials selected to meet each student’s individual needs.

Social Studies 8H

This American history course is developed for the mature, responsible, self-motivated student.  Students need to be reading at the 10th grade level or above.  Their standardized test scores should be at 95% or above.  Students must have a 90% overall average in seventh grade social studies and must pass the final exam with a minimum score of 85%.  Placement in the RH Level English program is also required.  Students will be given in-depth work in this level program.  The mastery of social studies skills such as understanding in history since the American Civil War Era until the present, will be stressed.  Students will further learn how to synthesize, analyze, and interpret social studies information.  Independent project work, outside reading, and in-class presentation will be a required component of the 8 RH program.  Thus it is vital that a student’s ability to write and verbally communicate is above grade level.  An average of 90% must be maintained for continued recommendation to honors at the next grade level.

LANGUAGE OTHER THAN ENGLISH (LOTE)

Students are required by the State of New York to earn 1 credit in a second language to graduate.  Students must successfully complete the same language in 8th grade that they learned in 7th grade to receive the required credit.  Seventh grade foreign language learned in 7th grade is the first half of a two-year course completed in Grade 8.

Level 1B (German, French, Spanish)

Willkommen!  Bienvenue! ¡Bienvenido!  In this course of study, students will continue to develop the basic communication skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing in French, German, or Spanish.  Students learn to say and write more about themselves, their family, and their friends.  Skills that students will continue to develop include:

· Listening to information and announcements

· Speaking informally with peers and adults

· Reading information on forms, signs, labels, programs, timetables, maps, and menus

· Writing informal notes for communications in everyday life situations

As per district policy, students must pass the course and the Final Exam in order to receive one unit of credit.

Level 1A Spanish

This course is the first year of the two-year language sequence and is offered to all students in the eighth grade who have not had any second language experience or who were unsuccessful in their seventh grade Spanish course.

In this course of study, students will continue to develop the basic communication skill of listening, speaking, reading, and writing in Spanish.  Students learn to say and write about themselves, their family, their friends and other people.  Skills that students will continue to develop include:

· Listen to information and announcements

· Speaking informally with peers and adults

· Reading information on forms, signs, labels, programs, timetables, maps and menus

· Writing informal notes for communications in everyday life situations

Those students who successfully participate in this two-year program and pass the course and final exam will receive one unit of credit toward high school graduation.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Regular exercise, proper diet and adequate rest and relaxation are essential to good physical, mental, and emotional health.  The Physical Education program at the 8th-9th grade level strives to instill this understanding to the students.

Physical fitness is the ability to continue effort and perform well over a period of time.  Following a regular exercise program can lead to improved posture and appearance, more flexible joints and greater elasticity of muscles, more energy for both physical and mental tasks and improved strength, endurance and coordination.

Through a variety of activities as well as physical fitness testing, the Physical Education program at the junior high offers many experiences to the students, which can lead to improved fitness levels.  Some of the instructional units offered are:  soccer, football, field hockey, volleyball, weight training, team handball, aerobics, ball handling, softball, basketball, tennis, floor hockey, track and field, lacrosse, plus many other lead up games and skills.

At this level we hope to develop basic skills, body awareness, self-esteem, responsibility, and an understanding and acceptance of peers.  A yearly activity schedule is set-up by the staff for each grade level.  This schedule attempts to include as many different units as possible so the individual can gain an awareness of the value and enjoyment of all kinds of physical activity.

ART 8

In this 10-week course, students will gain knowledge and understanding of art as a means of visual communication, with emphasis on social issues and influences.  Students will use the elements and principles of design as tools to develop ideas and themes in their artwork, while recognizing that these concepts and principles apply to disciplines outside the arts.

HEALTH

The course will be a continuation of the 20-week middle school Health requirement begun in 7th grade.  In this 10-week course, students will gain knowledge and understanding in:  the application of decision-making and refusal skills; effective communication skills; societal pressures that occur during adolescence; growth and development; the application of stress management skills; the knowledge of resources within the community to meet health needs; and, child abduction and exploitation and child sexual abuse.

TOOLS FOR SUCCESS

The curriculum for Tools for Success focuses on the fundamental skills that are necessary not only to do well on standardized tests, but to also be confident when working on future research projects and writing assignments.  In class, students will use various listening, reading and writing strategies that will enable them to also excel in the various content areas.  Students will also develop study skills and organizational skills that will promote future academic growth.  These skills are valuable tools that will help students throughout their academic careers.  This is a 10-week course.

MUSIC

Classroom Music

This exciting 10 week mandate classroom music offering incorporates musical concepts and the pioneers of Rock and Roll.  The course includes aspects of perceptive music listening, music history, music theory, performing on traditional and non-traditional classroom instruments, and completing a research project about a pioneering musician. 
Band

Band is a course for continuing and beginning instrumental musicians.  Band rehearsal meets one block every other day.  Rehearsals are all during the school day.  All students scheduled for concert band are expected to attend one lesson a week on a class rotation basis.  The band performs in three or four concerts a year, marches in parades, and participates in many festivals throughout the school year.

Concert Orchestra

Orchestra is a course for continuing and beginning string instrumentalists, which meets one block every other day.  Rehearsals are all during the school day.  All students scheduled for concert band are expected to attend one lesson a week on a class rotation basis.  The band performs in three or four concerts a year, marches in parades, and participates in many festivals throughout the school year.

Girls Chorus

Girl’s chorus is for all interested female students and is comprised of first sopranos, second sopranos, and altos.  Girl’s chorus is scheduled one block every other day.  All students will receive report card grades.

Many types of music are performed, from popular to traditional.  Sight-reading, holding one’s own part, and developing good individual singing and choral skills are stressed.

Aside from classroom attendance and participation, evening concert performances are mandatory.  Any (unexcused) absence will result in automatic failure for the marking period.  As girls chorus rehearses during three separate blocks, there are also two mandatory after school rehearsals prior to each concert.  Any unexcused absence from these rehearsals will result in an F- for that week.

Mixed Chorus

Mixed chorus is for all interested students and is comprised of sopranos, altos, tenors, and baritones.  Mixed chorus may be taken on a full block, every other day.  All students will receive report card grades.

Many types of music are performed from popular to traditional.  Sight-reading, holding one’s own part, and developing good individual singing and choral skills are stressed.

Aside from classroom attendance and participation, evening concert performances are mandatory.  Any (unexcused) absence will result in automatic failure for the marking period.  As mixed chorus rehearses during three separate periods, there are also two mandatory after school rehearsals prior to each concert.  Any unexcused absence from these rehearsals will result in an F- for that week.

All Music courses satisfy the state mandate for Music.
CAREER STUDIES

INTRODUCTION TO TECHNOLOGY - GRADE 8

Technology Education is required of every Grade 8 student for 20 weeks.  The course continues the Technology Education program with a focus upon technical processes, technological systems, career opportunities and personal consequences of technological advancements.  The application of computers related to information processing, systems and communications is included within student activities.  The Grade 7-8 program promotes technological literacy with problem solving skills in the design, development, operation and maintenance of technical systems for the information/communication, biotechnology and physical technologies.

HOME AND CAREER SKILLS - GRADE 8


This required course is designed to prepare students to meet their present and future responsibilities as family and community members, consumers, home managers, and wage earners.  The goal is to educate students to think constructively, make sound decisions, solve problems, and manage resources.

In this course students will:

· Develop their communication, leadership, management, and thinking skills

· Explore career pathways and complete a project in conjunction with the Career Center

· Personalize an individual textile project using creative ideas and materials

· Plan and prepare a variety of healthy foods using time management and organization skills

EXCEPTIONAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS

The Exceptional Education Programs at the Junior High School are uniquely designed to deal with the specific and individual needs and abilities of our students.

Academic Support Program   (Blended and Resource)

This program provides the following four components:

A. remedial and/or tutorial instruction to students with disabilities in accordance with their Individual Education Programs (I.E.P.).

B. an additional resource to regular education teachers regarding materials and suggestions for program and curriculum modifications.

C. input in the evaluative process of students referred to the Special Education Referral Team (S.E.R.T.).

D. alternative testing techniques for students with disabilities on a district-wide standardized tests.

Academic Support Program  (Special Class)

Teaches skills needed to participate in school, home, community, and job settings, in accordance with the students’ Individual Education Program (I.E.P.)

Related programs and services, which may be part of a student’s individual education program, include:

A. Participating in regular classes for academic or elective courses when appropriate.

B. Life skills instruction for skills useful in daily living situations.

C. Support services such as counseling, adaptive physical education, physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech therapy, behavior management programs, etc.

ACADEMIC INTERVENTION SERVICE (A.I.S.)

The AIS Program at North Syracuse Junior High School is designed to meet the needs of students who have been identified as having weak skills in reading, writing, and/or math through state testing.  A.I.S. teachers, by communicating with classroom teachers and school counselors, share information, concerns and progress regarding their students.  A.I.S. teachers coordinate their program objectives to support students at risk.  In addition, this program attempts to equip the student with the reading, writing and/or math skills necessary to achieve a passing grade on the required state tests and to be successful in their content-area classes.  All instruction is provided in a smaller group setting with a supportive climate for learning.

LIBRARY AND INFORMATION PROGRAM

The 8th and 9th grade library and information program provides students with necessary information skills for life.  To promote lifelong learning, students are taught how to define information problems, as well as how to identify, locate, use, organize, present and evaluate needed information.  This information problem-solving process is taught in cooperation with all subject area teachers as students complete various projects and assignments.

Another facet of the library and information program is reading guidance.  Library media specialists present book talks to students through subject area classes to generate interest in literature.  Library media specialists also encourage students to read by creating attractive displays throughout the library and by providing friendly and knowledgeable consultation.

The library and information program provides access to a wide range of print and non-print resources necessary for students to complete their assignments and to meet their personal needs.  Students are welcome to use the library to pursue purposeful activities such as reading, researching, using computers, or working on homework assignments.  The library’s website provides information on various library policies and hours of operation.
CAREER CENTER

The North Syracuse Junior High School Career Center offers a variety of informational resources readily available to all students, parents, and staff.  Students may use the Naviance Software, the Occupational Outlook Handbook, Vocational Biographies, college catalogs, or any of the other resources during their visit.  These resources are accessible to students wither independently or as part of a class project during the year.  One of the objectives of the Career Center is to provide an opportunity for students to explore career options, develop career interests and values, and relate skills, aptitudes, and abilities to future career decisions.  To support this process, students learn to identify their personal interests, values and abilities.  In addition, they learn about career clusters, career planning, and educational options.  Exploring a variety of careers will help the students learn about the world of work and how to prepare for the future.
The workplace is increasingly becoming more global and technologically advanced with change happening everyday.  Many of the career exploration projects integrate the usage of technology along with a student’s own creativity.  Students will learn and identify the skills needed to perform required tasks in specific occupations and how these skills are applied in the workplace.  Guest speakers from the community are invited to share their experiences in the workplace with the students.  This helps the students make the connections between school and the world of work.  
Students are always welcome to start exploring different educational options by researching post-secondary education information using the Choices software, college catalogs or the Internet.  
The Career Center is open everyday from 7:15 to 2:45 and welcomes anyone interested in learning more about career and educational options.
