during all lunches at the Student Center in Café 1.
Mock DWI Car Crash – Friday, June 1st
1. The Mock DWI Car Crash will be held on Friday, June 1st.  
2. Seniors will be dismissed from their Block 1 class to attend the Mock DWI presented by 
Cicero Fire Department, Onondaga County Sheriff’s Department, Cicero Police, NAVAC, 
Farone and Son’s Funeral Home and the North Syracuse Central School District.
3. If you do not want your child to view the simulated car crash due to extenuating circumstances, 
please contact your child’s House Principal. An alternate location for a study hall will be available 
for any non-participating students.
NOTE:  
The objective of this simulation is to encourage students to think about personal safety, making good choices, and the potentially dangerous consequences of drinking alcohol and operating a vehicle. This presentation will take place on school grounds, with police officers investigating and arresting the student “drunk driver” and rescue workers treating critically and fatally injured student participants, and police officers investigating and arresting the student “drunk driver.” Assistant District Attorney Christopher Bednarski will moderate the program for the students.
Graduation Walk – Friday, June 1st
1. After the Mock DWI Car Crash on Friday, June 1st, buses will leave the High School at approximately 9:15 AM to go to all six of our elementary schools.  Any senior who attended Cicero Elementary will walk over and back that morning.  Students are NOT allowed to drive themselves.
2. Seniors will have a chance to walk the halls of their elementary school wearing their caps & gowns to show the younger students the importance of graduating high school.  This is a great way for students to end their educational journey in the North Syracuse School District.
3. Seniors who did not attend elementary school in our District can participate and choose any elementary school to walk through.  
4. If your child is interested in participating in this event, sign-ups will take place in the Student Center in Café 1 during all lunches on Tuesday, May 15 and Wednesday, May 16. 
All students MUST sign up & return their Parent Permission Form to the Main Office by Friday, May 25th.  

5. Any student not interested in this event will report to their scheduled classes. 

The Senior Ball – Friday, June 1st
1. This year the Senior Ball will be held on Friday, June 1st at the Marriott Syracuse Downtown (formerly Hotel Syracuse) from 7:00 PM - 11:00 PM.  Please enter through the Warren Street entrance.
2. There will be a registration table where everyone must present a ticket.  No one will be admitted without a ticket and tickets will not be sold at the door.
The Senior Ball (continued)
3. Food Stations will be serving food from 7:45 PM – 9:45 PM.  Stations throughout the venue will include a Mac ‘n’ Cheese and Pasta Bar with Vegan option, Sliders and Salad, Meatballs and Tacos and Desserts and Fresh Fruits.  There will be water and soda available in several locations.  
4. The DJ will provide music for dancing from 7:00 PM – 10:45 PM.
5. Whether you are dropped off or driving to the Ball, please use the Warren Street entrance into the Hotel.

If you are driving and need to park, parking is on your own.  There are two parking garages close to the Marriot Syracuse Downtown.  The Hotel recommends to park at the Harrison Street Garage.   

Directions to Hotel for Parking:  Follow Route 81 South to the Harrison Street Exit.  Bear right onto Harrison Street, go past the Oncenter and on the left look for Harrison Place, there is a Garage there, along with a parking lot to park in.

6. Photo Booths - There will be two Photo Booths available for unlimited use all night at no cost to students; they will be located down the opposite hallway from the Ballroom.   (There will not be a professional photographer at the Ball.)
7. Appropriate formal dress must be worn.  Males must wear a tuxedo, suit, or sport coat and tie.  Females must wear a dress or pantsuit.  Shoes must be worn.  Jeans will not be allowed.

8. Proper manners and etiquette will be observed by all of those attending the Ball/After The Ball.

9. No smoking, drugs, alcohol or inappropriate behavior will be tolerated at the Ball/After The Ball Party.  Violations may compromise your ability to participate in the graduation ceremony.  Parents and the police may be contacted.  C-NS Student Code of Conduct will be followed and those in violation will be required to leave the Ball.

10. Any student on suspension will not be able to attend.  

11. Once a student has left the Ball, he/she will not be allowed to return.
After The Ball Party – Immediately following Ball from 11:00 PM – 2:00 AM
The “After the Ball Party” will be held at C-NS High School immediately following the Ball from 11:00 PM - 2:00 AM.  The price for the “After the Ball Party” is included in the price of a Ball ticket.  Students must check in to the After The Ball Party no later than midnight; no one will be permitted entry after midnight.  Once a student leaves the event, he/she will not be allowed to return.

· Tickets may be purchased in Cafeteria 1 during all lunches at the Student Center.

· Tickets will be $65.00 per person.  Checks can be made out to the Class of 2018. 
(Ticket price covers; Ball entrance, Photo Booth at Ball, After The Ball Party and Senior Picnic)
· Students bringing a date from another school must complete a “C-NS High School Guest Form” available in the House Principal offices before purchasing a ticket.  No form=no ticket!

The Senior Picnic – Monday, June 11th 
1. The Senior Picnic will be held at Long Branch Park in Liverpool, Monday, June 11 from 
9:00 AM – 12:25 PM.  In the event of rain, the picnic will be held at C-NS High School.
2. Students will attend a mandatory meeting at 9:00 AM with Mr. LaClair in the auditorium prior to boarding the busses for the picnic.  

3. Lunch and soda/water will be served.  

4. No coolers or backpacks are allowed at the picnic.  Students may bring yearbooks.

5. The school dress code, smoking, drug, and alcohol policies will be in effect.  Any violations of these policies may put your participation in graduation in jeopardy!
6. Students must take District provided transportation to picnic; no student is allowed to drive.
7. Parent Permission Forms for the Senior Picnic are attached to this Guide.  Please complete all forms, which MUST be returned to the House 3 Principal’s Office by Friday, May 25th.  


Graduation – Thursday, June 21st
1. Graduation rehearsal will be held on Thursday, June 21, 2018 at 7:45 AM in the C-NS gym. 

2. You must attend rehearsal in order to participate in the ceremony.

3. You will be issued 8 tickets for Graduation.  Any student needing additional tickets may follow the procedure after the initial tickets are handed out.  No one will be admitted to the Graduation Ceremony without a ticket.
4. Please arrive at the SRC Arena promptly by 5:15 PM on graduation night.  It is essential to be on time as traffic will be heavy in that area.  You need to wear your cap and gown, as this is your entrance ticket into the SRC Arena.

5. Students must wear pants or a dress and shoes under their gowns.  Shorts or jeans are not allowed.

6. Beach Balls, water balloons, bubbles, horns, noisemakers, etc. are all prohibited!
7. Graduation caps and gowns may not be altered.
